OVERVIEW

In partnership with the Gulf Coast Community Foundation of Venice and the Community Foundation of Sarasota County, CHIP will be accepting mini-grant applications for projects which aim to improve community health in Sarasota County. Projects must address one of the following broad focus areas: 

1. Improving chronic disease management 

2. Increasing access to healthcare 

3. Encouraging active, healthy lifestyles 

The total amount available for the funding pool for the 2008 Community Health Mini-grants is $6,000. The maximum amount for any individual mini-grant is $1,000. 
ELIGIBILITY 

Not for profit organizations, health institutions/services, government agencies, faith-based organizations and schools are eligible to apply. Collaborative approaches are required.  Collaborations are asked to identify a lead non-profit organization to receive funds. 
APPLICATION PROCEDURE  

In addition to a short application, collaborations requesting funds must complete a Collaboration Compact which is to be submitted with the grant application. Collaboration Compacts are formal agreements between CHIP and one or more organizations, individuals, businesses, and/or local governmental entities that work together to create a healthier Sarasota County. Only one application and compact are required per collaborative project.

This event will not only provide an overview of the grant process, but will also serve to link groups with common goals and foster community collaborations to improve health.

CRITERIA FOR REVIEW 

A committee of reviewers from the community will recommend projects for funding. Funding decisions will based on the following criteria: 

· Be of general community benefit 

· Have a high probability of success 
· Collaborative elements 

· Demonstrated link to one or more of the three priorities identified at beginning of this document.
NOTIFICATION OF AWARDS 

Applicants will be notified of funding decisions by email on Friday, May 9th, 2008. 
REPORTING REQUIREMENTS 

At the end of the project period, mini-grant recipients will be required to submit a brief report details how funds were used.
